MEDICAL CLEARANCE 
Students are required to participate in physical conditioning two to three times a week during the course. Practical 
testing will include fifteen minute or greater enhanced cardiovascular exercise, wind sprints, 165 lb. dummy drag, 
stair climb, and use of self-contained breathing apparatus (S.C.B.A.). 
 
Each student is required to provide a medical clearance on day one from their physician allowing them to 
physically participate in the Physical Conditioning and Defensive Tactics and Restraint Techniques segments of the 
course. Request the form letter from Training Center staff to take to your personal physician. 

 
*Employing agencies may provide a letter signed by Sheriff/Chief (or designee) certifying the employee’s 
fitness ability in lieu of a physician’s clearance. Please request language for use in the letter from Training 
Center Staff. * 
 
PHOTOS 
Each student must provide two color passport photos while wearing a white crew neck t-shirt. When the 
photograph is taken, hair must not extend below nor touch the collar line and must not touch the ears. Facial hair 
beyond a well-trimmed mustache is not permitted. Additional recruit grooming standards are stated in the 
Procedure Manual, to be distributed on day one of the Academy.
